Leave to a predetermined location (it should
be a low-risk area, such as a well-prepared First aid Kit.
neighbor or relative’s house, a Red Cross
shelter or evacuation center, motel, etc.)

Flashlight, battery-powered radio, and extra

batteries.
HOW TO GET THERE An extra set of car keys, credit cards, cash
Have several travel routes in case one route or traveler’s checks.

IS blocked by the fire or by emergency vehicles
and equipment. Choose an escape route away
from the fire.

Sanitation supplies.

Extra eyeglasses or contact lenses.

WHAT T0 TAKE Important family documents and contact
numbers.

Take your emergency supply kit containing your
family’s and pet’s necessary items.

Map marked with evacuation routes.

Prescriptions or special medications.

Family photos and other irreplaceable
items.

Easily carried valuables.

Personal computers (information on hard
drives and disks).

Chargers for cell phones, laptops, etc.

Note: Keep a pair of old shoes and a flashlight
handy in case of a sudden evacuation at night.
